INTRODUCTION 









BACKGROUND



India Today carried articles on the Best Colleges in the country, in the June 1997 and June 1998 issues. 



These articles aimed at providing the reader with perceptions of the best colleges in the country, as well as information on performance of the top ranked colleges on specific important parameters. 



The publication of these articles was timed to coincide with admissions to colleges in the country, and thereby serve as a guide to admission seekers.



In continuation with this series of articles, India Today approached Gallup MBA India to conduct research to accompany the article in the June 1999 issue.



This report outlines the findings and the conclusions of the research.





INDIA TODAY'S OBJECTIVES



The objective of India Today was two fold:



At an overall level, to identify the best colleges in the country, and 



To understand the performance of the best colleges identified above on certain important parameters



�THE OBJECTIVES FOR THE RESEARCH



The above objectives were translated to the following objectives for the research:



To identify the top colleges in each discipline of interest

To identify parameters considered important for evaluating a college

To provide diagnostic information on how the best colleges compare on the important parameters





THE RESEARCH DESIGN



The research was designed in two phases,  as indicated below





Phase 1 – An Exploratory phase



The main objective of this phase was 



To identify parameters which respondents use to evaluate colleges



To provide inputs for designing the structured questionnaire for Phase 2, the quantitative phase of the research



Around 20 in-depth interviews for this phase was conducted in Bangalore among Students and Academicians belonging to six different streams (Arts, Science, Commerce, Law, Medicine and Engineering). The respondents were contacted in colleges and a semi-structured questionnaire was used. 





Phase 2 – Quantitative phase



The key objectives for this phase were



To identify the top colleges in each discipline of interest

To provide diagnostics on how the best colleges compare on some important attributes



The disciplines covered for this research were similar to the previous year, which includes Arts, Science, Commerce, Medicine, Law and Engineering.



Based on inputs from the qualitative research, a questionnaire was designed separately for the six streams - Arts/Science/Commerce (clubbed together), Medicine, Law and Engineering. It was hypothesised that the parameters considered important for rating a college would be similar in the Arts / Science and Commerce streams but would differ for the other three streams.

�THE TARGET RESPONDENT



The information was collected from two sets of respondents.



Academicians (Principals, Vice-Principals, Deans and Heads of Departments), and



Students currently studying in colleges 





THE CENTRES 



Eight centres were selected for the research. These included Delhi, Mumbai, Calcutta, Chennai, Bangalore, Hyderabad, Lucknow and Pune.





THE METHODOLOGY



	Segment 1 - academicians



Academicians were contacted from a randomly selected list of colleges in a city. The maximum number of interviews that could be conducted in a college was restricted to three per college (five in the case of the Law, Medicine and Engineering streams)



The sample sizes targeted for this segment is presented below:

�	Segment 2 - students



To identify students currently studying in colleges, a similar methodology was followed. The sampling plan ensured that in each centre, adequate opportunity for representation to colleges offering each stream was provided. 



In addition to a random selection of colleges in a city, the maximum number of interviews that could be conducted in a college was restricted to three for the Arts, Science and Commerce streams. In the case of the other three streams the maximum number of interviews that could be conducted per college was restricted to five.



Within each college, adequate representation was provided to students studying in each year of a course. Also, for the Arts/Science/Commerce streams equal representation was provided for both male and female respondents.



The sample sizes targeted for this segment are presented below:

�A total of 998 respondents were interviewed for the study. The sample sizes achieved in each of the categories are presented below:

�THE INSTRUMENT



Structured questionnaires were used as the instrument for data collection. (A copy of these form part of the annexures to this report).



Respondents belonging to the Arts, Science and Commerce streams were asked for their perceptions of the various colleges for each of these three streams while in the case of Law, Engineering and Medicine, the respondents gave their opinions only on colleges which offered the stream they were currently studying/teaching.





THE INFORMATION AREAS



The instrument was designed to be answered by each respondent with the following broad information areas in mind:



Ranking of the top 5 colleges based on the respondent's awareness set



Parameters used to evaluate colleges



Ratings of the top colleges on these parameters





THE EVALUATION PROCEDURE



Each respondent was asked to name the colleges they were aware of. They were then aided with a list of colleges and awareness of these assessed. This list of colleges, used for aiding, was selected from the previous year's ranking of the top colleges. 



The purpose of cueing the respondent with colleges of national stature was to enlarge the consideration set of aware colleges and thereby obtain a more reliable ranking of these colleges.



Following this, the respondents belonging to each stream were asked to rank the top five colleges in their awareness set (i.e., both at the spontaneous level as well as at the aided level), in their stream. 



Following this, each respondent category was further presented with a relevant set of parameters to evaluate the colleges they were 'familiar' with in their stream.  Familiarity is defined here as "know a great deal" and "know a little about the college". This was done consciously, in order to collect information on the specifics, only from those who were knowledgeable enough to provide this information.

�A total of 19 specific parameters were studied, of which 16 were common to colleges of all streams.

THE ANALYSIS



	The ranking of the top 10 colleges in the country in each stream



The data for the students and faculty segment was treated separately. 



a.	The Students score



The student data was weighted so as to apply actual population proportions in the surveyed cities and thereby provide a more realistic picture.

 

Using the weighted data, the 'students score' was arrived at by considering the proportion of students ranking a particular college in a given stream in the first, second or the third place.



While obtaining the 'students score', the ranks assigned to the respondent's 'own college' were ignored to remove bias from the student's evaluation.

�b.	The Academicians score



The data obtained from the Academicians was used without assigning any centre-wise weights.



Here too, the score was arrived at by considering the proportion of academicians assigning the first, second or third rank to a particular college in a given stream. 



	The evaluation of the Academician's own college was also excluded from the analysis. 





c.	Calculation of the overall score



The 'Overall score' was arrived at by taking a simple average of the 'student's score' and the 'academicians score'. 



	Each stream was considered individually and the colleges were ranked based on the overall score they obtained for that particular stream.



In case of a tie in the overall scores for two colleges in a given stream, the college with a larger score arrived at by considering only those assigning it either the first or the second rank, was assigned a higher rank. In case of a further tie, the college obtaining a larger score based on proportions giving it rank 1, was ranked higher.





d.	Calculation of the centre wise ranks



We used the academician opinion to ascertain the ranking of colleges within each city.  Owing to low sample sizes particularly in the case of lesser-known colleges, we decided that the academician opinion or the expert opinion would be more credible than that of the student.



�	The important parameters influencing overall opinion of a college



The battery of 16 common parameters used to evaluate a college was 'factor analysed'. Subsequent to this analysis, it emerged that these could be grouped together into six themes that we have labelled as 'Reputation', 'Curriculum', Academics', 'Facilities', 'Student help' and 'Admissions procedure'. 



1.34	The 'regression analysis' technique was then used to determine the different levels of importance of each of these themes in determining an individual's overall perception towards a college, in a particular stream. We then rank ordered colleges on these individual aspects which were now classified into six themes, based on the mean scores that each college obtained on each aspect, on the five point scale. In cases where there were ties in the mean score, the college with the higher score on the overall measure was used to break the tie.



1.35	The mean scores as well as ranks for each of these parameters (collected on a 5 point 'poor' to 'excellent' scale) form part of the annexures to this report. Scores for a few of these parameters have not been presented since they play a relatively low influencing role on an individual's overall perception towards a college.



1.36	While the overall ranking information has been obtained from all individuals who were aware of a college, detailed information of the performance of the same college on specific issues has been obtained only from a smaller sub set of individuals who claim to be familiar with it.   Due to this reason, it is possible that the overall rank obtained by a college does not tally perfectly with its performance on each of the specific aspects.   This is indicative of the fact that those who are more familiar with a college are aware of the specific areas where it is strong, as well as those in which it is weak.

EVALUATING INFLUENCERS OF OVERALL OPINION 

- THE DIAGNOSTIC APPROACH - 









The 19 specific parameters used to evaluate a college, were read out to each respondent. They were asked to rate the colleges they were 'familiar' with, on each of these parameters. The responses were elicited using a 5 point ‘Very Poor’ (1) to ‘Excellent' (5) scale (Neither poor nor good was the neutral option in the scale). Using the factor analysis technique, the 16 statements that were common to all streams were compressed to arrive at broad themes. The output of the analysis resulted in 6 broad themes as presented below.



These themes are common across all the six streams.



'Reputation'

'Curriculum'

'Academics'

'Student help'

'Admissions procedure'

'Facilities'

- A COMPARISON ACROSS STREAMS -







Presented below are the six different themes that drive 'overall opinion' of a college.



4.2	'Reputation' of a college is the key theme driving overall opinion and is uniformly the important influencer of overall opinion across the 6 streams.



4.3	In the case of Arts, Science, Commerce and Medicine 'Admissions procedure' is the next important criterion driving overall opinion. In the case of engineering colleges, 'Facilities' follows 'Reputation' as the second most important influencer.  A difference in opinion may also be noticed in the case of law.  'Academics', follows 'reputation'.

THE IMPORTANT THEMES INFLUENCING OVERALL OPINION



As indicated in the earlier chapter, the 'regression analysis' technique was used to rank the themes in order of their importance in influencing overall opinion of a college offering courses in the Arts stream.



The results of the analysis are presented below:

'Reputation'



'Admissions procedure'



'Academics'

As observed above, the key evaluating parameter for a college is 'Reputation', which comprises parameters such as Professional Administration, Discipline and Reputation of the college. This is followed by the 'Admissions procedure' i.e., quality of students admitted to the college and the procedures followed for admissions. 

�The qualification and experience of the faculty is next in importance. The theme also includes the teaching methodology adopted in the college and academic performance of the students.



Extra curricular facilities considered important include an opportunity for exposure of the student to activities such as cultural events, sports etc. 



In the case of colleges offering Arts, Science and Commerce - Course content, Amount of time and effort devoted to research, Method of evaluating academic performance of students (components of 'Curriculum' theme) and Individualised attention paid to students are less important criteria used to evaluate a college in comparison with the rest.





Evaluation of the performance of the best colleges in A stream



5.7	Once the key themes that influence Overall opinion were identified, the performance of the top colleges in a particular stream was examined on these themes.



For examining the performance of the top colleges in a particular stream on each of the themes, a ‘weighted mean score’ for each college was calculated, separately for each theme.  The weighted mean score reflects 

	

The performance (on a 5 point 'Very Poor' to  'Excellent' scale) of the college on the individual attributes that comprise each theme, and 



The importance of each attribute within the theme. 



	Subsequently, for each theme, the top colleges in a particular stream were then ranked based on the ‘weighted mean score’ obtained by them on the particular theme. 



Evaluation of the performance of the best colleges in the Arts stream



Among those claiming to be ‘familiar’ with a college, Loyola - Chennai performs the best on the ‘Reputation’ theme – the key theme in influencing overall opinion towards a college.



On the next important theme – ‘Admissions procedure’, the performance of St. Stephen’s is the best, followed by Presidency college, Calcutta.

The themes that play an important role in influencing overall opinion of a college are similar to those indicated for the colleges in the Arts stream. The performance of the top colleges offering courses in the science stream are presented below:



Evaluation of the performance of the best colleges in the Science stream



6.2	On ‘Reputation’, the performance of St. Xavier’s, Calcutta is perceived to be the best followed by Loyola, Chennai for the courses offered in the science stream.



6.3	On the next important theme i.e., ‘Admission procedure’, St. Stephen’s is perceived to be the best among all colleges. 



6.4	The performance of Presidency College, Calcutta is strong on ‘Curriculum’ and ‘Academics’, the other important themes influencing overall opinion towards a college.

THE IMPORTANT THEMES INFLUENCING OVERALL OPINION



The themes influencing overall opinion and their order of influencing overall opinion are similar to those indicated earlier for the Arts and Science streams.



Evaluation of the performance of the best colleges in the Commerce stream



7.2	Among those claiming to be familiar with the colleges offering commerce (indicated in the table below), Loyola, Chennai has been ranked the highest on themes such as ‘Curriculum’, ‘Facilities’ and ‘Student help’.



7.3	St. Xavier’s, Calcutta has been ranked after Loyola, Chennai on these themes.



7.4	On ‘Reputation’, a key theme, Poddar, College has been ranked the highest followed by Loyola, Chennai.



7.5	Overall, the ranking of Loyola, Chennai has been high on most themes for the courses offered by the college in the commerce stream.

8.4	The ranking of AIIMS, Delhi is uniformly high on most themes, especially the most important themes of ‘Reputation’, ‘admissions procedure’, ‘Academics’ and ‘Facilities’.



8.5	On ‘Reputation’, KEM, Mumbai  and AFMC, Pune are the other colleges which have been ranked highly by those claiming to be familiar with the college.



8.6	MAMC, Delhi, has been ranked second to AIIMS, Delhi on key themes such as ‘Admissions procedure’ and ‘Curriculum’.

In the case of the engineering stream, the themes influencing overall opinion differs vis-à-vis the other streams.



'Reputation' of the college remains the key influencer of overall opinion followed by 'Facilities'. The components of the latter theme include Infrastructure such as well- equipped library, computer facilities as well as a variety of courses on offer.



Another key parameter used to evaluate an engineering college is the 'Academics' theme which includes the qualification of the teaching faculty, the teaching methodology and contact/collaboration with industry.

9.6	On most themes, IIT, Kanpur has been ranked as the best college by those claiming to be familiar with the college.



9.7	The college performs the best on ‘Reputation’, Facilities’ and ‘Academics’- the three most important themes which influence overall opinion towards a college.



9.8	VJTI, Mumbai gets a rank of 1, 2 or 3 on ‘Curriculum’, ‘Academics’, ‘Facilities’ and ‘Student help’.

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SUMMARY AND CONCLUSIONS









THE BEST COLLEGES



In the Arts and Science streams, St. Stephen's emerges as the best college in the country. The other top colleges in these streams are Loyola , Chennai and Presidency, Calcutta.



Among the colleges that offer courses in the Commerce stream, Sriram College of Commerce, Delhi is perceived to be the best college.



AIIMS, Delhi is perceived to be the best Medical College in the country followed by CMC, Vellore. Among colleges offering engineering courses, IIT, Kanpur is ranked the highest followed closely by IIT, Mumbai.



National Law School, Bangalore is perceived to be the best Law college in the country.





The important parameters in evaluating a college



Across all streams, 'Reputation' of the college is the most important theme used by both faculty and students to evaluate a College. 



In the case of Arts, Science, Commerce and Medicine 'Admissions procedure' is the next important criteria used to evaluate a college. However, for Engineering colleges the 'Facilities'  are considered more important criteria to evaluate a college. In the case of Law colleges, ’Academics'  is considered to be an important criterion to evaluate a college. 



Also, in the case of the latter two streams, the 'Admissions procedure' is relatively of lower importance in comparison to the Medicine and Arts/Science and Commerce streams.
